Resource Room:   The Resource Room provides 
specialized assistance for children who have been 
formally identified as having a specific learning 
difficulty.  To be eligible, students must be refer red, 
tested and qualified based on current Washington 
State law. 
 
LAP:  These are state-funded programs that provide 
specialized academic assistance for students in 
kindergarten through sixth grade who are having 
academic difficulties in the regular classroom. 
 
Speech-Language Program :  Students with speech,  
language, voice and/or fluency disorders are seen b y 
the speech-language pathologist on a weekly basis.  
They are seen individually or in small groups, depe nding 
on the type of disorder and the severity.  Students  are 
identified for this program through evaluations aft er 
teacher or parent referral. 
 
 
 

Mead Elementary Quest Program:   The Quest program is 
Mead School District’s program to meet the unique 
learning needs of our gifted students.  Students in  
grades four through six can be referred to the prog ram 
by either teachers or parents, but must meet specif ic 
criteria in order to qualify for the program.  A Qu est 
program facilitator will be providing services in e ach 
building one day each week.  Students in grades fiv e 
and six will receive two hours of instruction each week, 
while students in fourth grade will receive approxi mately 
forty minutes each week.  The program model will 
center around providing opportunities for students to 
complete inter-disciplinary integrated project-base d 
units.  Also, additional math instruction will be g iven to 
our sixth grade students in the program every four 
weeks to prepare them for an accelerated math track  
beginning in seventh grade.

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In order to create a pleasant environment where lea rning is job one, the following are some simple gui delines for our 
students to be aware of in relation to their dress:  

�� Shorts and dresses should not be too short 
�� Shirts on both boys and girls need to completely co ver the belly 
�� Tank top straps are to be at least one and a half i nches wide, cover the chest   

adequately, and cover the bra straps 
�� No sagging jeans or pants (undergarments must be co vered) 
�� No inappropriate messages on clothing (drugs, alcoh ol, tobacco, offensive words, etc.) 
 

If clothing is deemed inappropriate, we may ask you r child to put on additional clothing provided by t he school (we 
have a variety of clothing items available) or call  home to have parents bring them a change of clothe s. 
 
Please spend some time with your child to review ou r (and your) expectations.  This dress policy  
is modeled after Northwood Middle School’s dress po licy.  Thanks for working with us. 
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Good attendance is a necessity for academic success  in school.  The attendance regulations for the Sta te of 
Washington require that children ages 7 through 16 (and those under 7 enrolled in public schools) must  attend 
school every day that school is in session.  If you r child is absent or tardy, we ask that you call th e Brentwood 
attendance line at 465-6287 by 9:00 AM.  Student absences must be verified by a parent or g uardian by note or 
phone call upon their return to school if not clear ed in advance.  If this absence is not verified wit hin 48 hours, it will 
be designated an unexcused absence.  Also, absences  of five consecutive days or more require a note from the 
doctor.  After one unexcused absence/truancy, state  law mandates that the school contact the parent/gu ardian 
either in writing or by telephone.  The school is o bligated to inform parents at this time of potentia l consequences for 
additional unexcused absences/truancies.  All schoo l absences are required to be reported to the state  on a yearly 
basis.  If a student is absent for personal reasons  such as family vacations, the teacher is under no obligation to 
furnish work in advance.   
 
Children may be excused for medical/dental appointm ents during school hours.  The parent must come into the 
school and sign the child out.  The office will cal l the classroom and have the student released.   Students must  sign 
themselves back in at the office upon returning. Ad ditionally, it is felt that a child who is too ill to participate in recess 
is too ill to be in school.  Special consideration is allowed in exceptional cases; however, this must  be worked out 
with the principal, the child's teacher and/or the school nurse.

Bicycles must be walked across Regina under the sup ervision of the adult crossing guard.  Bicycles are  
never to be ridden on school grounds between 8:15 a .m. and 3:40 p.m.  All bikes must be parked and 
locked in the area provided.

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All students riding a different bus home or getting  off the 
bus at a stop other than their usual one must have  
a note from home.  They will receive a bus pass at the  
office.  This includes activities such as Scouts, d ance 
lessons and social visits.  For any on-going group 
programs, students should bring a permission note a nd 
a continuing bus pass will be issued.

Cell phones have the potential to be a disruption t o the 
school environment.  Students who bring cell phones  to 
school are to have them shut off and put away from 
9:00 - 3:15 and are only to use them before and aft er 
school.  Cell phones that are observed during the 
school day will be confiscated.  Parents are asked to 
silence their cell phones when they come into the 
building and are asked not  to use them in classrooms.   
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Before and after school care for school-age childre n is 
available at Brentwood through the YMCA on a daily or 
short-term emergency basis.  Kindergarten daycare i s 
available after 11:45 am.  For details call the YMC A at 
838-3577, ext. 27.  There is a sliding fee scale, d epending 
on income level. 
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There are two regularly scheduled parent/teacher 
conferences during the school year, which coincide 
with the issuing of the first and second report car ds.  
Students are released early on November 19-25 and 
March 22-March 26.  During our Open Houses on 
September 17 & 24, an opportunity will be provided for 
parents to schedule a conference for November.  Tho se 
parents who have not signed up at Open House for a 
conference will have one scheduled for them, and th en 
reminder notices will be sent out to parents two we eks 
before conferences begin.  We request that all 
interested parties attend one conference unless oth er 
arrangements are made through the principal.  Feel 
free to schedule a conference with the teacher at 
other times also. 
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Washington State Law mandates that any student 
bringing a firearm to school, onto a school bus, or  to 
any school-sponsored activity must be expelled from  all 
Washington State schools.  The firearm need not be 
loaded or in operating condition.  A similar law pr ohibits 
dangerous weapons such as sling shots and air rifle s.  
Students are not to have pocket knives, matches and  
lighters or other potentially dangerous items at sc hool.  
Even a very young child bringing such an item to sc hool 
for “Show and Tell” faces serious consequences.  Pl ease 
take time to discuss with your child what is not 
appropriate to take to school. 
 
If you have information about weapons, drugs, alcoh ol 
or other criminal behavior in or around our school or 
community, please call the Mead Safe School Hot Lin e  
at 465-6099.  It is a confidential, 24-hour, year-r ound  
service.  
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Harassment, intimidation and bullying on the basis of 
race, color, religion, ancestry, national origin, 
gender/sex, age, sexual orientation, or disability are 
prohibited. Acts that violate district policies and  
school rules and regulations shall be cause for 
disciplinary action, suspension, or expulsion. 

" Harassment, intimidation or bullying" means any 
intentional written, verbal, or physical act, inclu ding 
but not limited to one shown to be motivated by 
any characteristic in RCW 9A.365.080(3), (race, 
color, 
religion, ancestry, national origin, gender, sexual  
orientation or mental or physical disability), or o ther 
distinguishing characteristics, including written, 
verbal, or physical acts. 

Reprisal, retaliation, or false accusations against  
anyone reporting or thought to have reported 
harassment, 
intimidation, or bullying is prohibited and will be  
treated as a serious violation of policy, regardles s of  
whether any harassment, intimidation, or bullying i s 
substantiated. Persons engaged in reprisal, 
retaliation, or false accusations are subject to se rious 
disciplinary and / or legal action. 
For additional information see Mead School Board 
Policy 6590. 
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A committee of staff meets on a continuing basis to  establish a consistent school-wide behavior plan f or Brentwood.  
That committee's work centers around three main are as: clarifying building expectations, creating a po sitive 
recognition of exemplary student behaviors, and cre ating a consistent building-wide plan for dealing w ith discipline 
issues.  The following information will give you a brief overview of what these various components loo k like: 
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Classroom teachers all have management 
plans to deal with inappropriate behaviors 
in their classrooms.  The Think Time program 
has been implemented for teachers to use 
after steps have been taken in their class-
rooms to deal with inappropriate behav-
iors.  When a situation necessitates taking 
student discipline a step further, a teacher 
can send a student to another teacher’s 
room with a Think Time sheet.  The student 
fills out the form in that teacher’s classroom 
while being supervised by the teacher.  This 
provides a time-out for the student from 
the classroom, thereby allowing the situa-
tion to de-escalate.  Once the form has 
been filled out properly, the student brings 
a copy home for a parent to sign.  After 
the parent signs the form, it is the student’s 
responsibility to return the form to school by 
the next day.  Students failing to do so will 
be assigned to the Noon Room as a re-
minder to bring the signed form back to 
school.  
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At Brentwood we have  initiated a Character Counts monthly recognition f or students 
who display exemplary behavior at our school.  Stud ents are recognized for 
demonstrating character qualities such as citizensh ip, caring, trustworthiness, fairness, 
respect and responsibility.  Each month, based on t eacher input andCharacter Counts 
cards collected by individual students who are noti ced demonstrating these qualities, 
a student is chosen from each classroom to receive special recognition. In addition, 
teachers in the building continue to implement the positive discipline techniques 
outlined in the book, “Positive Discipline in the C lassroom,” to instill valuable social skills 
and positive behavior.  
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The Noon Room operates between the hours of 11:55 a nd 1:00 and is  
supervised by a building staff person.  If assigned  to the Noon Room, the student will 
bring his/her lunch to the room and eat it there.  When finished with lunch, the 
remainder of the time until 12:40/1:00 is spent sit ting quietly at their seat.  Students 
can be assigned to the Noon Room for failing to bri ng back a signed Think Time form, 
by acquiring multiple Think Time forms, or can be p laced there by the principal due 
to other misconduct that warrants additional conseq uences.  The length of time 
assigned to the Noon Room by the principal varies a ccording to the severity and 
frequency of the inappropriate behavior.  Generally  the time ranges from one to 
three days.  
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More serious behaviors (i.e., defiance, harassment,  danger to 
self or others, multiple Think Time forms, etc.) ar e referred to the 
principal’s office where a wide range of consequenc es may be 
administered depending on the severity of the behav ior.

Brentwood continues to adopt the techniques espouse d in the 
book, Positive Discipline in the Classroom, as a way  to foster a 
more positive classroom and building environment th at enhances 
academic learning.  Using a classroom meeting forma t, teachers 
will assist students in developing important life s kills as they learn to 
collaborate in finding solutions to problems.  In t his context, 
students also are empowered to learn from their mis takes in a safe 
environment.  As the book states, “With Positive Di scipline, 
teachers have discovered the importance of creating  an 
atmosphere where students know they count, where di scipline is 
positive, where teachers understand the motivation behind 
behaviors instead of looking for causes, where stud ents are 
included in problem solving with parents and teache rs, where 
teachers help each other brainstorm options for dea ling with 
difficulties, and where encouragement is the founda tion.”  That is 
our hope here at Brentwood.  If you would like addi tional 
information regarding this program, you are welcome  to check 
out a copy of the book from our school library.  

With all these measures, our goal is to help instil l in 
our students the value of using their time with us in 
a productive and appropriate manner, and to see 
them grow up to be respectful and responsible 
citizens of our community.  
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No smoking is permitted on school property, in comp liance with state law.  The Mead School District be lieves that 
use of illicit drugs and unlawful possession and us e of alcohol and tobacco is wrong and harmful and i s strictly  
prohibited. All students in the district are held t o the same standards and expectations.  Compliance with these 
standards is mandatory. 
 
At Brentwood, consequences for students under the i nfluence or in possession of alcohol or illegal dru gs at school or 
at a school-sponsored activity are as follows: 
First offense  Recommended long-term suspension. 
 Option of administrator to shorten suspension if p arent and student agree to assessment and  
 follow-through with recommendations made from that  assessment. 
Possession or use of tobacco at school or at a schoo l-sponsored activity:  
First offense   One-day suspension. 
Second offense   Three-day suspension and behavior contract signed  by student and parent. 
Third offense    Recommended long-term suspension. 
 
Drug, alcohol and tobacco advertisements on T-shirt s, jackets and other clothing are not permitted  
to be worn at school or school-sponsored activities .  Information about any drug/alcohol counseling, r ehabilitation 
and re-entry programs is available from the school social worker. 
 
If you have information about weapons, drugs, alcoh ol, or other criminal behavior in or around our sch ool or 
community, please call the Mead Safe School Hot Lin e at 465-6099.  It is a confidential, 24-hour, year -round number. 
 
Brentwood is a gun-free environment.  Possession of a  firearm on school property will result in a one ye ar mandatory 
expulsion, subject to appeal with notification to pa rents and law enforcement.  
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All classroom teachers will assign homework.  The b est 
way to help your children with their schoolwork is to 
show your interest and enthusiasm about their 
achievements.  Assist your children, but don’t do t he 
work for them.  Here are some additional ideas on h ow 
to help with schoolwork: 
1.   Set aside a certain time for homework. 
2.   Read to your children or have them read to you . 
3.   Ask questions about what they read to increase  

their comprehension skills. These can be general or  
detailed questions. 

4.   Have students write stories about a trip or in teresting 
 things that happen to them. 
5.   Play games with students to practice math fact s 
 and spelling words. 
6.   Let the teacher know if your child is experien cing 
 great difficulty with the nightly homework.  
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Washington State has specific immunization 
requirements that must be met before your child may  
attend the first day of school.  All students must present 
or have on file documentation of their immunization  
status.

Oral Polio...at least 3 doses, the last dose after age 4

reported history of disease 
 
Please check with the school office for information 
regarding students entering at other grade levels.  
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Throughout the school year, classrooms take a varie ty of field trips with students as part of the over all educational 
experience at Brentwood.  Information concerning th e field trip will be sent home by the classroom tea cher along 
with a permission slip that must be signed and retu rned by all students.  Students will not be allowed  to attend  
the field trip without written permission from the parent/guardian.  On most trips parents are welcome  to join the  
students but must contact the teacher prior to the trip to let him/her know that they will be attendin g.  All parents 
who attend field trips with our students are requir ed to submit a Washington State Patrol form to the office before 
chaperoning any trips.  If financial assistance is needed to help with any fees that may be associated  with the trip, 
please see the “Scholarship/Financial Assistance” s ection of this directory.       
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All students visit the school library on a regular basis for lessons, stories and book 
checkout.  The main goal of the  
library program is to encourage the enjoyment of re ading for pleasure and information.  
Teaching responsibility is another goal.  You can h elp your child in these ways: 
 1.  Provide a backpack, book bag or plastic bag to  keep books safe and dry. 
 2.  Have a special place at home to keep books out  of reach of pets and/or  
      younger children. 
 3.  Help your child return books on time. 
 4.  Read with your child . 
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Personal items may be claimed at the office.  Pleas e check the lost and found area in the small room n ext to the 
Brentwood Bear for your lost belongings.  Unclaimed  items are periodically given to charity. 
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Hot lunch and breakfast are served daily.  The scho ol publishes a monthly calendar of the menus.  Menu  information 
can also be accessed on our district web site.  If your child has any special medical food problems, p lease send 
specific written instructions. 
 
Free breakfast and lunch is available to students t hat qualify according to state and federal guidelin es.  
Applications for free and/or reduced-price meals ar e available in the office. 
 
The school will be using a new student information system to keep track of each student’s account.  If  you are 
paying for meals by check, please make note of your  child’s name on the check to ensure that their acc ount is 
credited properly.  Make checks payable to Brentwood Elementary .  If you are paying for meals by cash, pleases 
place the cash in a sealed envelope.  Write your ch ild’s name along with the teacher’s name on the env elope to 
ensure that their account is credited properly.  St udents can turn in money before class to Mrs. Johns on who will be 
collecting money in the cafeteria.    
 
If you have more than one child at Brentwood, each child’s account will need to have money added to it  
separately.  You can send one check, or cash, and d esignate the student account to which it should be applied.   
In the event that your child’s account approaches a  zero balance, a notice will be sent home on Monday  to inform 
you of the situation.  If the account reaches a neg ative balance, a letter will be sent to you  from t he Mead School 
District office.  Lunch will not be served to students who do not have sufficient funds in their accounts. 
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The Labels for Education Program, sponsored by the Campbell’s 
Soup Company,  allows our school to obtain audio-vi sual and      
athletic equipment, reference books and teaching ai ds free of 
charge.  Each classroom has a collection bin.  Plea se check the   
letter from our PTSO president at the front of this  directory to find   
information regarding other community programs that  offer           
financial incentives to our school.

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Parents and relatives are encouraged to visit schoo l.  
Children are pleased to have visitors on any occasi on.  
Please contact the office or your child’s classroom  
teacher when you wish to visit your child’s classro om.  All 
visitors are required by state law to check in at t he office. 
 
Parents are welcome to join the students for lunch any 
time.  We would appreciate it if you would let the office 
or your child’s teacher know when you are coming fo r 
lunch so we may include you in our daily lunch coun t. 
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We ask that you do not allow your child to bring  
personal belongings such as electronic devices, cam eras, 
toys, sports equipment, etc., since they are freque ntly 
broken or lost and the school cannot be responsible  for 
them.  Students bringing things for “Show and Tell”  are 
asked to keep them in their backpack and to bring t hem 
out only at the appropriate time.  Pets should not be 
brought to school at any time due to safety concern s and 
the fact that students may be allergic to certain a nimals.  
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District personnel are permitted to administer medi cation in school only when there is a written reque st signed  
by the child’s parent or guardian and physician or dentist.  This form, available in the office, must accompany all 
nonprescription and prescription medicines to be ta ken by students during school hours.  The form must  be updated 
annually at the beginning of each school year.  Med icines must be brought to school in the original bo ttle and  
labeled with the student’s name.  All medicines are  locked in and dispensed from the office.  
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There are two Fridays during the school year where 
school will not be in session.  These two days will  be  
October 9 and February  12.  Also, there will be no  
school on Friday, March 12.  This will be a non-stu dent 
day that will be used for staff development. 
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Brentwood’s school nurse identifies students’ healt h 
needs through vision, hearing and scoliosis screeni ng 
and follow-up.  There may be opportunities for the 
school nurse to consult with and assist parents in 
carrying out their responsibilities for their child ren’s 
physical development. We encourage parents to call 
anytime with questions about their children’s heari ng, 
vision or general health.  The school nurse serves as a 
liaison between school, home, medical and dental 
professions, community health, and welfare agencies . 
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Parents are requested to use the automobile loop, 
on the east side of the building, for parking and 
pickup. Once you have entered the parking lot 
next to the park, continue north into the parking l ot 
until you are past the gym.  As you make the U-turn  
and head south along the side of the library and 
gym there are many safe places to drop  
students off, as well as toward the front of the  
building.  Maintain a single file line of traffic 
throughout the drop off area and never let your 
child run between cars to reach the sidewalk.  
Please pull to the curb to drop off your children 
rather than block traffic and make sure students 
exit on the sidewalk side of the car.  Please do no t 
park in these drop off areas, but immediately 
proceed to exit the parking lot or park in a 
designated spot.  Do not drop off students on 
Regina.  Thank you for helping to keep our students  
safe.  
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Physical education is a required part of the curric ulum unless your child has a  
doctor’s excuse.  On days that students have PE, pl ease make sure that they wear  
or bring appropriate athletic-type shoes. 
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Individual and class pictures will be taken during the school year.  Class pictures are a service to p arents and  
children and the school does not require purchase o f the pictures.  Written notices will always be sen t home with 
each child announcing when the pictures will be tak en and the costs involved. Individual pictures will  be taken on 
Friday, October 2nd.  Class pictures will be taken in April.  
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PTSO membership is open to all Brentwood parents, g uardians, teachers, staff and residents within Bren twood school 
boundaries.  Meetings are generally held the second  Tuesday of each month at 6:30 p.m. in the Brentwoo d library. 
 
The Brentwood PTSO sponsors a Fun Run in October an d a raffle and carnival in March.  The proceeds fro m these 
events are used to supplement the curriculum and en hance the education of all students.   
 
Please refer to page 3 of this handbook for more in formation.  
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Recess is a planned part of the daily curriculum.  Each child should dress according to the weather to  participate in 
outdoor activities.  A child returning after an ill ness is expected to go outdoors for recess.   
 
With the arrival of the colder temperatures, it is important to remember to send your children to scho ol with an  
adequate coat, hat, gloves and footwear.  Recess is  a whole group activity and is an important time fo r students to 
run and play.  If conditions are bitterly cold or w et, we may decide as a building to stay inside, but  otherwise our  
expectations are that all students will go outside during the recess time. 
 
If your child does not have adequate clothing, plea se contact either Mr. Pike or Mr. Z, and we will do  everything 
possible to provide coats, hats or other needs from  our lost and found supply.  We want students to le arn well, play 
well and stay warm.  Thanks for your support! 
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Occasionally students are presented with opportunit ies and classroom activities that are not covered b y the regular 
school budget.  Examples would include a school yea rbook, a special field trip, or some other activity  that we have 
deemed important enough to justify the expense.  We  do not want to exclude any of our students, nor cr eate 
hardships for families.  As a result, the Brentwood  PTSO and the Mead Education Foundation have create d 
scholarship funds to help offset the cost of any ad ditional expenses related to school. 
 
If you would like information about this scholarshi p fund, please don’t hesitate to contact Brentwood’ s social worker 
or principal at any time throughout the year.  The scholarship fund is designed to assist with expense s, but rarely  
covers the entire cost. 
 
Information about free and reduced-cost meals is ma iled to students’ homes each August or included wit h 
registration packets.  You may also get this inform ation at any time from the Brentwood school office.   
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School begins at 9:20 a.m.   
Morning kindergarten is dismissed at 11:50 a.m.   

Afternoon kindergarten begins at 12:45 p.m.   
Dismissal is at 3:15 p.m.  

 
Pupils should plan to arrive at school no earlier t han 9:00 a.m.  The school grounds are not supervise d in the 
mornings, although supervision at the north, east a nd front doors will begin at 9:00.  Except for stud ents who are 
eating breakfast at 9:00 a.m., pupils may not enter  the building before 9:15 unless the teacher has gi ven permission.  
It is  
important for parents to establish specific rules f or their children about before-school schedules and  reporting home 
immediately after school dismissal.  There is no su pervision for students after school, except with th e YMCA 
Brentwood program. 
 
If you need to contact a teacher, please call the o ffice between 8:00 a.m. and 8:50 a.m., or between 3 :15 p.m. and 
3:30 p.m. 
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Brentwood’s social worker is available to parents w ho 
have particular concerns about their child’s social , 
emotional and/or behavioral needs.  A wide range of  
concerns about the child and family can be shared 
with guaranteed confidentiality.  The social worker  also 
works with the staff and students to help meet ever y 
student’s social and emotional needs.  Our social 
worker, Mr. Z., can be reached at 465-6225. 
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No physical violence will be allowed at school or t o  
and from school.  Any students involved in fights w ill be 
referred to the principal for formal discipline. Pa rents 
are contacted in every case of fighting. Students a re 
asked to walk away and notify the playground 
supervisors if ever a student becomes aggressive 
toward them.  Please call and talk with the princip al if 
your child is experiencing continuing problems.  (R efer 
to discipline policy on page 14.)  
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When the weather is severe, please do not have your  child come to school before the scheduled time as he or she 
cannot be admitted to the building or properly supe rvised.  To avoid after-school confusion, please ha ve an 
emergency plan for where your child will go if he o r she walks or rides a bike.  This will decrease th e necessity for 
children to use the phone and will help keep them s afe.   
 
There may be days during the winter when it is not safe for our buses to transport children.  If you s uspect that school 
might be cancelled as a result of severe weather co nditions, listen to any major television or radio s tation.  They  
begin broadcasting school closure information at 5: 30 a.m. and update it several times during the morn ing hours.   
 
Please discuss with your children what is expected of them if an unforeseen emergency, such as Ice Sto rm ’96, 
would cause a school closure during the school day.   Your family should have a plan of action for thos e rare times 
when students will be dismissed early. 
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Students may bring nutritional snacks to school to eat in the classroom under the teacher’s direction.    
No eating is allowed on the bus, in the gym or on s chool grounds.  Gum is not allowed at any time. 
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The coaches of Brentwood Elementary School desire t o  
provide each student with a positive athletic exper ience.   
Our goal is to ensure our athletes not only learn t he skills of the 
given sport, but also learn sportsmanship, team pla y and 
commitment, and enjoy the fun of competition.  We h ope 
your children will choose to become active particip ants in 
Brentwood’s exciting sports program. 
 
In order to make the athletic experience of all Bre ntwood 
participants as meaningful as possible, your child must abide 
by the following guidelines: 
 
�� All students must turn out within the first week of  each sport. 
�� A signed permission slip and Code of Conduct slip m ust be on 

file before a student may participate. 
�� Student dress must be appropriate as outlined by th e coach. 
�� Uncooperative or disruptive behavior will result in  a student’s 

dismissal from the team. 
�� Arrangements for prompt pick-up after a game or pra ctice are 

to be made in advance. 
�� Students are expected to ride the bus to and from e ach away 

game.  Students may go home with their parents if t hey check 
out with the coach first. 

�� Brentwood Bear T-shirts, issued during each sport, are to be worn 
for games only and returned within one week of the sport 
ending.  A $10 fee will be assessed for lost shirts . 

�� A student unable to attend school should not plan t o practice 
or participate in any games on the day he or she is  absent. 

�� Brentwood Bears should be known above all else for their 
outstanding sportsmanship and commitment to fair pl ay. 
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Permission slips for all sports activities will be handed 
out to eligible students prior to each sport’s seas on. The 
permission slip will require a parent signature and  
includes the requirements for participation.  Boys will 
practice on Mondays & Wednesdays.  Girls will 
practice on Tuesdays & Thursdays. 
 
Soccer:   The Mead School District offers soccer  for girls  
and boys in fifth and sixth grades starting Sept 14 th. 
 
Volleyball:   Volleyball is offered for boys and girls in 
grades five and six starting Oct. 26th. 
 
Basketball:   This is also a fifth and sixth grade activity.  
The sixth grade season will start on January 4th.  The 
fifth grade season will begin on February 16th. 
 
Softball :  Softball is a sport offered only to sixth grade 
girls.  It begins April 5th. 
 
Track:   This sport allows fourth, fifth and sixth graders  to 
participate.  Track starts May 3rd. 
 
After sporting events, students must either ride ba ck to 
the school on the bus or go home with their parents .  
Parents are to check with the coach before taking 
their children home.  In unusual circumstances wher e a 
student needs to ride home with another parent, an 
Elementary Alternate Travel Request form must be fi lled 
out by the parent and signed by the principal.  
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Children may be excused for medical/dental appointm ents 
during school hours.  The parent must  come into the school 
office and sign the child out.  The office will the n call the 
classroom and have the student sent to the office t o be 
released.  Parents will need to wait for their chil d in the 
office area.  If the child returns to school later that day they 
are to sign themselves back in at the office before  
proceeding to their classroom.  
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School phone lines must be kept open for parents 
who need to reach us.  Before leaving home, 
please make arrangements for your child’s after-
school activities.  In an emergency, a student may 
obtain permission to use the phone in their class-
room or the school office.

Many of the teachers use volunteers in the classroo m on a regular basis.  Please check with your child ’s teacher, 
PTSO volunteer coordinator, or the principal if you  are able to contribute in this way. 
 
According to state laws, all volunteers working in the school on a regular basis will be screened.  An y adults serving 
in a volunteer capacity will be asked to fill out a  Washington State Patrol form and submit it to the office.  All 
volunteers must sign in at the office and wear an i dentifying name badge during the time they are in t he school.  
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All patrons who wish to register to vote or update their registration may do so at the Brentwood schoo l office.  
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The following routes for students walking or riding  bikes to Brentwood are deemed the most safe and ar e the 
recommended routes for student usage: 
 

1.  Students living on Alderwood or arterials off A lderwood should walk to the nearest NORTH/SOUTH str eet 
feeding into Regina Drive.  Students coming down Fl orence may walk along the gravel path by the park 
and cross the school parking lot on the white strip ed sidewalk along the fence.  Cutting through neigh bors’ 
yards is in violation of safety considerations. 
  
2.  Students living on or EAST of Atlantic and SOUT H of Regina should use main arterials feeding into Regina, 
stay on the SOUTH side of Regina and cross at the c rosswalk in front of the school.  Those living on o r EAST of 
Atlantic and NORTH of Regina should use arterials t hat feed into Regina. 
  
3.  Students living WEST of Stevens and SOUTH of Regina should use arterials feeding into Madison, Wal l or 
Stevens and walk on sidewalks to the crosswalk in f ront of the school. 
  
4.  Students living WEST of Stevens and on arterial s NORTH of Regina should walk along curbs of these  
arterials to Regina and then on the sidewalk to Bre ntwood. 
 

All students riding bikes are to wear helmets and w alk their bikes to the bike racks when they reach t he crosswalk 
and/or the playground. Skateboards, roller blades, roller skates and scooters are not to be brought to , or ridden on, 
school grounds between 8:15 a.m. and 3:40 p.m. 
 
There are two student drop-off areas at Brentwood: one for cars (to the east) and the other for busses  only (to the 
west).  Parents dropping off students must enter fr om the easternmost entry (next to Northwood Park).  Students may 
be dropped off on the east side of the building or at the front drop-off section.  Re-enter Regina via  the exit in front 
of the school.  (See section on Pick Up, Drop-Off, and Parking Areas) 
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Please notify the school office in advance of antic ipated withdrawal.  All school books and supplies m ust be 
accounted for at this time.  Students must withdraw  in person.
