detention. Teachers will develop classroates and reinforce them.

Teacher-parent contact is vital in effectivecgibne. The teacher will make an attempt to con-

tact parents. If no contact is made, theiteawill notify the office and paperwork will be ifted home.
Principal notification is simply letting the Rcipal/Designee know a problem is developing antigyes
seeking advice.

Students are removed from the classroom wheebehavior is too disruptive for learning to

take place. They may also be suspended $itrool.

At Colbert our goal is to create a positive adpteere where minimal discipline is needed. Howeieer
students who choose not to follow schoolgutke following procedures apply:

The classroom teacher disciplines the studertrdmg to classroom policy, and the parents antamed.
A “pink slip” is issued when a student has fetibwed school rules.

If a student receives three pinks a “white stigscipline referral is issued, the principal osidgmee sees
the student, who is placed in noon detentibine principal/designee contacts parents and thieeslip

Is mailed home.

If a student receives three white slips (or fiefwe extremely inappropriate behavior) suspenssoap-
plied, (1-5 days) and parents are notifiecdtministration via phone and mail.

If a student receives another white slip afé¢uning from a suspension, a longer suspensiotean
immediately invoked, and/or school servicstated. “School service” means the studentsgaed to
work in another classroom instead of parétipg in recess. Again, we make every effort toida
discipline progression to this point.

Nothing in this section requires the affected stw#genployee to actually possess a characteristicisha basis for the
harassment, intimidation, or bullying. "Other dugfilishing characteristics" can include but arelinated to: physical

appearance, clothing or other apparel, socio ecansi@tus, gender identity, and marital status assment, intimida-
tion or bullying can take many forms including:rslurumors, jokes, innuendoes, demeaning commeraajings, car-

toons, pranks, gestures, physical attacks, threatsther written, oral or physical actions. "Inienal acts" refers to
the individual's choice to engage in the act rathan the ultimate impact of the action(s).

Reprisal, retaliation, or false accusations againgbne reporting or thought to have reported Isanast, intimidation,
or bullying is prohibited and will be treated asesious violation of policy, regardless of whethay harassment, in-
timidation, or bullying is substantiated.
