   I. Approval of Agenda

            II. Approval of Minutes

Board meeting of January 12, 2009.  Director Olson seconded the motion.  The motion 
carried unanimously.

             V. Public Hearing  -  Budget Extension 
 
Executive Director Wayne Leonard reviewed the request for adoption of Resolution 09-04 to 
extend the 2008-09 annual budget.  Mr. Leonard indicated that the Capital Projects fund will 
be increased by $2,000,000 to cover cost estimates in repairing the bus garage, and 
additional $1,250,607 to the General Fund for student enrollment adjustments.  Director 
Farley opened the discussion to the public.  No public comments were made.

      A. Mead Middle School Name Change

          VIII. Reports 
 
      A. Superintendent Dorn’s Five Points of Change 
 
Elementary Curriculum Director Dorcas Wylder gave a detailed review of the five points of 
change as outlined by the Superintendent of Public Instruction, Randy Dorn.  
1.     Replace WASL – discussed by Danette Driscoll at the January 26th Board meeting. 
2.     Ask the legislature to fund recommendations of the Basic Education Funding Task Force. 
3.     Decrease dropout rate and improve achievement for all students. 
4.     Expand funding for Career and Technical Education. 
5.     Expand all-day Kindergarten and early learning opportunities. 
 
      B. Superintendent’s Report  
 
Dr. Rockefeller gave a short report on the legislative outlook regarding the state budget and  
issues related to education funding.   The Superintendent shared an award from the Inland 
Northwest General Contractors for the design of Mountainside Middle School.  Dr. 
Rockefeller thanked those involved in planning the Levy Rally on February 7, 2009.
