Students with speech, language, voice 
and/or fluency disorders are seen by 
the speech-language pathologist on a 
weekly basis. They are seen individu-
ally or in small groups, depending on 
the type of disorder and the severity. 
Students are identified for this program 
through evaluations after teacher or 
parent referral. 
 
 

Intervention Specialist:  The school In-
tervention specialist, Mrs. Pfiffner, works 
with the school staff to assist students 
with additional academic support, coun-
seling and referrals to community ser-
vices.  Mrs. Pfiffner is available to par-
ents to address concerns about their 
child’s social, emotional and/or behav-
ioral issues. 
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Throughout the school year our students are assessed in a variety of ways to provide feedback to 
parents on their child’s learning progress and to plan instruction in the classroom.  Your child’s 
attendance, plus proper nutrition and rest during that time, are crucial elements in your child’s 
success.  Please make every effort during these testing times to have your child at school and 
physically prepared to demonstrate their best.

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Regular attendance is essential for learning and is a necessary habit for a productive adult 
life.  However, if you child does not feel well, he or she should stay home since the first stage 
of many illnesses is dangerous  for your child as well as others.  Parents are asked to call our 
absence line (465-6670) in the morning if their child is ill and going to be absent.  This is most 
helpful to us and assures the school of the child’s safety.  If your child will be out of school for 
longer than three days, please inform the classroom teacher and a plan for keeping school-
work up-to-date will be advised.  
 
Children my be excused for medical/dental appointments during school hours.  The parent 
must come into the school and sign the child out.  The office will call the classroom 
and have the student released.  Students must sign themselves back in at the office upon 
returning.  Additionally, it is felt that a child who is too ill to participate in recess is too ill to be 
in school.  Special consideration is allowed in exceptional cases; however, this must be 
worked out with the principal, the child’s teacher and the school nurse.   
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Bicycles must be walked across Freya under the supervision of the 
adult crossing guard.  Bicycles are never to be ridden on school 
grounds between 8:15 a.m. and 3:40 p.m.  All bikes must be parked 
and locked in the area provided.  The school cannot accept responsi-
bility for damaged or stolen bikes or equipment.  We would also re-
quest that, for their safety, all students wear helmets when they ride 
their bikes to school.  Skateboards, roller blades, roller skates and scooters fol-
low the same rules as bicycles. 
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All students riding a different bus 
home or getting off

have a written note

School clubs and activities will be an-
nounced throughout the year, at which 
time permission forms will be available in 
the office.   
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Washington State Law mandates that any student bringing a firearm to school, onto a 
school bus, or to any school-sponsored activity must be expelled from all Washington 
State Schools.  The firearm need not be loaded or in operating condition.  A similar law 
prohibits dangerous weapons such as sling shots and air rifles.  Students are not have 
pocket knives, laser pointers, matches and lighters or other potentially dangerous 
items at school.  Even a very young child bringing such an item to school for “show and 
tell” faces serious consequences.  Please take time to discuss with your child what is 
not appropriate to take to school.   
 
If you have information about weapons, drugs, alcohol or other criminal behavior in or 
around our school or community, please call the Mead Safe School Hot Line at 465-
6099.  It is a confidential, 24-hour, year-round service.   
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In conjunction with Mead School District Policy and Procedure #5301, students’ 
choices in matters of dress should be in consultation with their parents.  Student dress 
shall only be regulated when, in the judgment of the school administrator, there is a 
reasonable expectation that: 
· A health or safety hazard shall be presented by the student’s dress or appearance; 
· Damage to school property shall result from the student’s dress; 
· A material and substantial disruption of the educational process will result from the 

student’s dress or appearance.  
 
Clothing that displays obscene, sexual, drug, alcohol, and/or tobacco messages is pro-
hibited.  Gang related apparel along with clothing that create an atmosphere in which a 
student, staff, or other person’s well being is hindered by undue pressure, behavior, 
intimidation, overt gesture, or threat of violence are also prohibited.  
 
To better clarify other possible areas of “material and substantial disruption of the edu-
cational process, ”the following guidelines will be applied: 
· Hats and other head apparel may not be worn while inside the building. 
· Shirts need to fit in such a manner that the waist, back, and chest are covered while 

sitting, standing, and playing. 
· Skirts, dresses and shorts need to be mid-thigh in length.

If a student’s attire is objectionable under these provisions, the school principal shall 
request the student to make appropriate corrections and the student’s parents will be 
notified.  If the situation is unable to be corrected, the student will be removed from the 
classroom until the parent or the school is able to provide a change in clothing.

The Mead School 
District believes, that use of illicit drugs and unlawful possession and use of alcohol and tobacco is 
wrong and harmful and is strictly prohibited.  All students in the district are held to the same stan-
dards and expectations.

Drug, alcohol and tobacco advertisements on T-shirts, jackets and other clothing are not permitted 
to worn at school or school-sponsored activities.  
 
Information about any drug/alcohol counseling, rehabilitation and re-entry programs is available 
from the school social worker.

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Throughout the school year, classrooms take a variety of field trips with students as part of the 
overall educational experience at Meadow Ridge.  Information concerning the field trip will be sent 
home by the classroom teacher along with a permission slip that must be signed and returned the 
all students.  Students will not be allowed to attend the field trip without written permission from the 
parent/guardian.  On most trips parents are welcome to join students but must contact the teacher 
prior to the trip to let him/her know that they will be attending.  All parents who attend field trips with 
our students are required to submit a Washington State Patrol background check form to the office 
before chaperoning any trips.   
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All classroom teachers will assign homework.  
The best way to help your children with their 
schoolwork is to show your interest and enthu-
siasm about their achievements.  Assist your 
children, but don’t do the work for them.  Here 
are some additional ideas on how to help with 
schoolwork: 
1. Set aside a certain time for homework. 
2. Read to your children or have them read to 

your. 
3. Ask questions about what they read to in-

All students visit the school library on a regular basis for lessons, 
stories and book checkout.  The main goal of the library program 
is to encourage the enjoyment of reading for pleasure and informa-
tion.  Teaching responsibility is another goal.  Students who lose 
books will be responsible for the replacement cost.  You can help 
your child in these ways: 
1. Provide a backpack, book bag or plastic bag to keep books 

safe and dry.   
2. Have a special place at home to keep books out of reach of 

pets and/or younger children.  
3. Help your child return book on time. 
4. Read with our child.  

Personal items may be claimed at 
the office.  Please check the lost and 
found area in the cafeteria for your 
lost belongings.  Unclaimed items 
are periodically give to charity.  
 

Hot lunch and breakfast are served daily.  The school publishes a monthly calendar of menus.  
Menu information can also be accessed on our district web site.  If your child has any special 
medical food problems, please send specific written instruction from your doctor.  
 
Free breakfast and lunch is available to students that qualify according to state and federal 
guidelines.  Applications for free and/or reduced-price meals are available in the office.  
 
The school has a debit accounting system that allows students to deposit money into an individ-
ual account.  If you are paying for meals by check, please make note of your child’s name on the 
check to ensure that their account is credited properly.  Make check payable to Meadow Ridge 
Elementary.   You may also pay your balance online at www.mead.revtrak.net/tek9.asp. If your 
paying for meals by cash, please place the cash in a sealed envelope.  Write your child’s name 
along with the teacher’s name on the envelope to ensure that their account is credited properly.  
Students can turn in money before class to Mrs. Patti who will be collecting money in the cafete-
ria or online before coming to school. 
 
If you have more than one child at Meadow Ridge you can send one check or cash to be credited 
to their accounts.  As your children purchase breakfast, lunch and/or milk, the account will be 
debited.  Payment reminders will be sent home in Friday Folders when a negative balance  is 
owing or the account is getting low.  You may check your child’s account on line by logging onto 
family skyward access.

All volunteers must sign in at the office and wear an identifying name badge dur-
ing the time they are in the school
